 Bodhrans on Inisheer

      This summer I spent five sunny days at the Craicean. 

For those of you who donôt know about it, it is a bodhran 

school that is held every summer on Inisheer. It was a 

great experience and I would recommend it to all of you 

drummers out there. 

     All of the students were scheduled to have classes with 

the different instructors. Rotating through the different 

instructors really gave me a chance to experience a lot of 

different playing styles. The faculty included All Ireland 

winners, Junior Davey, Siobhan OôDonnell, Eamon 

Murray, as well as Martin OôNeill, who won All Ireland, 

All Scotland and All Britain titles. Other instructors 

included Jimmy Higgins, Rolf Wagels, and Stiofan 

OôBroin, who are all world class players. As good as 

these folks are, they really had no egos and were able to 

get down and teach at the studentsô level. 
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On arrival, all students were auditioned, and put in 

the correct class level for the week. I attended three 

classes each day. Two of the classes were scheduled 

and the third was with the teacher of my choice. 

There was also an interesting workshop every day. 

One day we had Seosamh OôNeachtain, a sean nos 

dancer, who talked about dance rhythms in Irish 

music and gave a little demo.  Micheal OôhAlmhain 

spoke to us one day about rythms in Irish music. 

Matin OôNeill did a workshop about playing the 

bodhran in sessions, stage performance, and studio 

settings. Another day featured a recital by the 

instructors. The amount of talent there was 

awesome.  

     We also enjoyed a walking tour of the island one 

afternoon, and learned a little bit of the history of 

the area. There were concerts on two of the 

evenings, one featuring Rolf Wagelôs band, Cara. 

The other featured Neil Lyons Band, Neil being an 

All Ireland bodhran champion.  

     The classes kept me very busy and there were 

terrific sessions going on in the pubs each evening. 

Musicians from the bands and some terrific young 

Irish musicians were around for as much music as 

you could stand to listen to and still get up in the 

morning for classes. 

 

 
 

     I did manage to do a lot of walking and see a lot 

of the island. It is a walkerôs paradise. There is the 

OôBrien Castle and a graveyard that has a ñsunkenò 

church in it. Once I got away from the village, I felt 

like I had the whole place to myself. The other side 

of the island is totally undeveloped, except for the 

pastures and the beautiful stone walls that define 

them. Those walls are truly works of art and I 

couldnôt help but study the many different patterns  

 

in them. There is also a shipwreck and a lighthouse on the 

back side of the island. I just walked and walked, 

admiring the beauty and serenity of it all. I have to admit 

that there were times that I had to make myself get back 

for class!! 

I was lucky to have perfect weather the whole 

time I was there. The bodhran school was better than I 

imagined, and when you put that together with the 

Inisheer experience, it was just a really remarkable 

experience all round.

REMEMBERING MARY LA MARC A 
            ~ Beth Curren 

 

     Mary La Marca, professional biologist, amateur 

ornithologist, lepidopterist, naturalist, photographer, folk 

singer, festival organizer, founding member of the 

GWCC, and lover of cats and children, died at home on 

August 10, 2009, after a five-year pitched battle against 

amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (Lou Gehrigôs disease). She 

was 53 years old and lived in Silver Spring, MD, with her 

husband, George Stephens. 

 

      Mary was born in New York, the oldest of three 

daughters, and grew up in Wisconsin.  She received her 

undergraduate degree from Oberlin College and her 

masterôs degree from the University of Tennessee.  At 

NIH, where she worked at the Human Genome Research 

Institute, she bred mice with genetic defects to study the 

effects of diseases.  During her tenure there she delighted 

in inviting children of friends to the annual Take a Child 

to Work Day.  She mentored younger researchers and 

recommended high school students for internships.  She 

continued to work at the NIH campus and from home 

until the later stage of her illness. 

 

      Mary and her husband, George, loved traditional 

music and were active members and performers at 

festivals and music camps here in the DC area as well as 

in other parts of the country.  She was very active with 

the Folklore Society of Greater Washington; she 

performed with George at the Washington Folk Festival 

at Glen Echo Park; at those same festivals she was often a 

Stage Manager.   She participated in the planning, set-up, 

running and tear down of the Washington Folk Festival 

until the ALS prevented her from doing so.  Even after 

her diagnosis she traveled to various National Folk 

Festival sites where she coordinated the dispatch of 

volunteers and supplies, a critical part of the smooth daily 

running of those events. 

 

     She was a founding member and first secretary of the 

Greater Washington Ceili Club and was part of the 

technical support team for the Washington Irish Festival 

for many years.  Her festival nickname was óMary 

Remarkableô.  Her quick thinking solved many difficult 

problems; her quick wit soothed many difficult situations.  

She was terrific company, an amazing singer, interested 

in everything, and her knowledge of science and natural  
                                                              Continued on next page. 
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phenomena made her an extraordinary 

conversationalist. 

 

     Mary is survived by her husband, George 

Stephens, whose great love and support made her so 

happy, as well as her parents, Michael and Joan La 

Marca, her two sisters, Nancy Gordon and 

Catherine Stroebel, and her four nieces and 

nephews.  She also leaves behind her beloved 

felines who were the most spoiled cats in the 

universe, as well as multitude of friends from all 

walks of life who loved her dearly and will miss her 

terribly.
