 ALTAN  and  SOLAS 
Coming In March  

   
 ALTAN ~~Over 25 years of playing together, Altan has 

established itself as one of the most important live acts to 

play traditional Irish music in Ireland and on the World 

stage. The Boston Globe has 

described them as ñThe hottest 

group in the Celtic realm!ò 

Founding members, the late 

Frankie Kennedy and his 

partner Mairéad Ní 

Mhaonaigh, lead singer and 

fiddler with the band, began 

their musical career while teaching school in Malahide in 

North County Dublin. Frankie and Mairead started out by 

playing with and meeting older musicians from the 

Donegal tradition.  
 

     Altan as a band began as a quartet with Frankie on flute, 

Mairéad on fiddle and songs, joined by Ciaran Curran on 

bouzouki and Mark Kelly and Dáithí Sproule sharing the 

role of guitar player, Mark touring with the band in Europe 

and D§ith² in the States. Later Paul OôShaughnessy on 

fiddle joined, augmenting and driving the sound of the 

band to new levels on Green Linnet recordings.  Ciaran 

Tourish on fiddle and whistle joined the band for the 

Harvest Storm recording, adding his innovative harmonies 

and counter melodies. The context of having three fiddles 

in the band helped drive Altan to newer heights and 

introduced the Donegal fiddle tunes, for which the band 

became renowned. 
   

     In recent years Altan has been exploring and 

experimenting with their music using orchestral 

arrangements of their most popular pieces. In 2010 Altan is 

releasing a 25th Anniversary Celebration album with 

Dublinôs RTE Concert Orchestra, and embarking on an 

international tour with both orchestra and band line-up.

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Solas ~~ Since its birth in 1996, Solas has been 

loudly proclaimed as the most popular, influential, 

and exciting Celtic band to ever emerge from the 

United States. Even before the release of its first 

Shanachie CD, the 

Boston Herald 

trumpeted the band  

as ñthe first truly 

great Irish band to 

arise from 

America,ò and the 

Irish Echo ranked 

Solas among the ñmost exciting bands anywhere in 

the world.ò Since then, the praise has only grown 

louder. The Philadelphia Inquirer said they make 

ñmind-blowing Irish folk music, maybe the worldôs 

best.ò The New York Times praised their ñunbridled 

vitalityñ, the Washington Post dubbed them one of 

the ñworldôs finest Celtic-folk ensemblesò and the 

Austin American-Statesman called them ñthe 

standard by which contemporary Celtic groups are 

judged.ò 
 

     The Solas sound today is anchored by founders 

Seamus Egan, who plays flute, tenor banjo, mandolin, 

whistle, guitar and bodhran, and fiddler Winifred 

Horan. Mick McAuley from Kilkenny plays 

accordion and concertina; Eamon McElholm from 

Tyrone plays guitar and keyboards.  

Although Solas can play undiluted traditional Irish 

music as well as anyone alive or departed, they are 

always varying the mix of fire tested tradition and 

contemporary sensibility with an ease and naturalness 

that is as astonishing as their overwhelming 

musicianship. As a result, they transcend musical 

genres into the realm of pure musical expression that 

only a relative handful of musicians attain.  

 

     Their latest release is a live CD and DVD called 

ñReunionò (Compass Records) which celebrates the 

bands tenth anniversary. Ten years and still going 

strong!!!

Secret of the Cave (2006): Family Fare with a Lesson 

  

     When Patrick Wallace (Patrick Bergin) and his 

American wife begin having marital trouble, he takes 

his son, Roy (Kevin Novotny), to his home town in 

western Ireland for the summer.  The day the father 

unceremoniously drops Roy off at his brotherôs 

house, 4000 miles from Royôs Seattle home, no one is 

around.  Not much of a greeting for an 11 year old 

who doesnôt want to be there in the first place.  

Moments later, as the townspeople pass by the house 

in a funeral procession; Roy meets his Uncle Wallace 

(Niall O'Brien) and Aunt Mary (Noelle Brown) and is 

taken along to the grave site, where the eerie 

proceedings begin.  Enroute, the rough wooden coffin 

slides off the back of the horse drawn cart and the 

horse, belonging to the cleric (Sean Murphy), gallops 

away.  That night Peter McDonald (Joseph Kelly) 

begins hearing strange noises down by the cave at the 

oceanôs edge.  Soon ñmiraclesò start to occur in the 

village:  a box of groceries is delivered to nearly 

peniless Mrs. MacIntyre (Maria McDermottroe); the 

bottom of  Corkyôs (Paedar Lamb) well worn boat is 

retarred, and Peterôs broken watch is fixed.  Locals 

think either the dead man or angels are responsible, 

but Roy believes differently.    Befriended by Abbey 

(Niamh Finn) and her brother, Oscar (Gareth 

O'Connor), Roy sets out to solve the mysteries and 

the source of the ancient symbol that always 

accompanies them.   
 

     Secret of the Cave is an adaptation of Arthur S. 

Maxwellôs popular 1951 children's book by the same 

name, also known as Uncle Arthur, which originally 

sold nearly 150,000 copies worldwide and was 

translated into five European languages.  Shot in 

Achill Island, Co. Mayo, and Tennessee and set in 

modern day Ireland, the film was produced by 

students in the School of Visual Art and Design at 

Southern Adventist University. 

 

     Secret of the Cave includes just enough special 

effects, i.e. crashes of lightening, drenching rain, and 

a banging door at the dead manôs house, to keep 

 

 

viewers on the edge of their seats.  Rated PG, kids in 

grades 4-8, will probably enjoy it, if they arenôt 

expecting Freddie Kruger to jump out of the cave; there 

are no car chases, four letter words, references to pop 

culture, or TV sets in the film.   Adults may also enjoy 

it, although will note the flaws.   Niamh Finnôs Abbey is 

unconvincing and, while her on-screen ñbrotherò sounds 

Irish, Finn speaks American.  Perhaps her ñIrishò looks, 

all freckles and red hair, got her the part. 

 

     There are also heavy Christian overtones, although 

decidedly de-catholicized.  Roy overhears his aunt and 

uncle praying for him before they go to bed at night.  

The pastor delivers a couple of mini sermons, and the 

overall message of our interconnectedness is driven 

home (with a hammer) in the conclusion.   But the 

examples of doing ñuntoò others may be just the lesson 

todayôs often privileged youngsters need to learn, and 

one the rest of us could probably benefit from 

remembering.  Certainly this is a family movie, winning 

the 2006 Crystal Heart Award from the Heartland Film 

Festival in Indianapolis, Indiana, and receiving the Dove 

Family Seal of Approval.  With bowls of popcorn or 

cups of cocoa, Secret of the Cave offers a wholesome 

way to spend a snowy or rainy evening cocooning with 

the kids or grandkids. 

 

     The Irish band Cuinas provides the music for the ceili 

scenes and some of the score for the 88 minute 

action/adventure film.
